July 4th is a great time to get together with family, friends and neighbors. 
In Glencoe, residents of all ages can take part in a full day of festivities on 
Saturday, July 4. 
 

8 a.m.:  2-Mile Rotary Fun Run (Starts at the Train Station) 
10 a.m.:  Village Art Fair (Wyman Green) 
10 a.m:  Preschool and Family Games (Kalk Park) 
12 p.m.:  Glencoe's Got Talent (Kalk Park) 
2 p.m.:  July 4th Village Parade (Starts at Central School) 
4 p.m.:  Concessions by Red Hen (Lakefront Park) 
6-10 p.m.:  Park and Ride to Lakefront Park starts  

(Village and Train parking lots) 
6 p.m.:  Music by Shout Out (Lakefront Park) 
9 p.m.:  Fireworks Begin (Lakefront Park) 

 
The day will kick off at 8 AM with the annual 2-Mile Fun Run, which is co-
sponsored/organized by the Glencoe Rotary Club. The run starts at the 
Glencoe train depot and twists throughout town. To save time, we 
recommend you register in advance for the free race. Prizes will be 
awarded for each age category.  Family Games follow at Kalk Park from 10 
a.m. to 12 p.m. Preschool-aged children will enjoy games like the Duck 
Splash, Bozo Buckets, Bean Bag Ring Toss, Bowling and Spray Bottles. 
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Slightly older children can participate in games like Crazy Water Cup 
Relay, Balloon Relay, Mummy Wrap, Eating Races, and Egg Toss.  
 
The Village of Glencoe’s Art Fair at Wyman Green will take place from 10 
AM to 4 p.m. Local vendors and artists display their work at booths 
stretched across the green. This event is always a nice highlight for adults, 
as residents eagerly look forward to browsing the unique art pieces. Do 
you have a special talent you would like to share with your friends and 
neighbors? If so, you need to be part of Glencoe's Got Talent at 12 p.m. at 
Kalk Park! The sixth annual talent show will feature performers of all ages 
and talents, including singers, musicians, and dancers. Please fill out an 
entry form and drop it off either at Village Hall, the Glencoe Public Library, 
or the Takiff Center. Admission is free and open to all; the deadline to 
register for participation was June 29.  
 
The annual July 4th Parade takes place at 2 p.m., which showcases 
Glencoe families, neighborhoods, camp groups, and local organizations. All 
residents have the opportunity to participate. If your group is interested, 
plan to meet at Central School (620 Greenwood) to line up for this one-of-
a-kind small town parade, which follows a neighborhood route through 
downtown Glencoe. 
 
At 6 p.m., Glencoe residents and non-residents can take advantage of the 
Park & Ride to the Lakefront Park. Families can park at either the Village 
lot or train lot and take the free bus shuttle to Lakefront Park. Throughout 
the evening, food will be available for purchase from Red Hen at Lakefront 
Park. With a repertoire of songs from the 50s to today's Top 40, the band 
Shout Out will kick off festivities at 6 p.m. at Lakefront Park. Shout Out's 
fun mix of music will get you dancing like there's no tomorrow. To cap off 
the July 4th festivities, a spectacular Fireworks show will be launched 
from the sand at 9 p.m. You can watch the enhanced show at Lakefront 
Park!  
 
PLEASE NOTE: As a safety precaution, Glencoe Beach will be CLOSED on 
July 4 in order to prepare for the fireworks show. Glencoe Beach tokens 
will be honored at Maple Avenue and Elder Lane beaches in Winnetka. 
Glencoe Park District residents without tokens will be assessed the 
Winnetka Park District resident rate ($5) with proof of residency required. 
All non-resident guests will be required to pay the non-resident fee ($10). 
 
The following street closures and parking restrictions are in effect from 
July 3 at 10 PM through July 5 at 6 a.m.: 
 

Hazel and Park Avenue (up to Longwood)

4TH OF JULY BLOOD DRIVE 
 
On Saturday, July 4th, the Glencoe 
Department of Public Safety will host a blood 
drive sponsored by LifeSource from 10:00 
a.m. to 4:00 p.m. at the Glencoe Fire Station.  
This summer, LifeSource is holding 
community blood drives at local fire stations 
to honor first responders as part of its “Everyday Heroes” campaign, 
recognizing that firefighters and emergency medical technicians (EMTs) are 
on the front lines of emergency situations, helping them understand the 
importance of successful blood drives. 
 
4th of July weekend is perfect for fun with family and friends; it is also one 
of the busiest times of the year for vehicular accidents which can strain 
community blood supplies.  Summer months are difficult on the local 
blood supply because frequent donors are often occupied with other 
activities.

WEST NILE VIRUS POSITIVE MOSQUITOES FOUND IN GLENCOE 
 
The North Shore Mosquito Abatement District (NSMAD) has found the first 
West Nile virus positive mosquitoes to occur in Glencoe this year. 
 
A batch of mosquitoes collected on June 29, 2015 from a NSMAD trap in 
Glencoe, tested positive for West Nile virus in our lab on July 1. Four other 
batches of mosquitoes from the same collection tested negative. 
  
The NSMAD recommends that residents take personal protection 
measures to minimize mosquito bites including the use of insect repellent 
on exposed skin, wearing light colored, loose fitting clothing and avoiding 
peak mosquito feeding times during the hours around dawn and dusk. 
Residents are urged to examine their property and eliminate any items 
that can hold water, particularly smaller items that may be easily 
overlooked. Remember, if it can hold water, it can breed mosquitoes. For

GREEN BAY ROAD MAINTENANCE RESURFACING IMPROVEMENT – 
STATUS UPDATE 
 
Work continues on the Village’s maintenance resurfacing improvement on 
Green Bay Road between Lake-Cook Road and Park Avenue.  All of the 
replacement curb and the curb for the new median north of Tudor Court 
has been installed.  Beginning July 3, the contractor will be grinding the 
asphalt pavement in preparation for base patching and resurfacing the 
roadway.  The improvement on Green Bay Road is targeted for completion 
in late July.

SECOND WATER PLANT FORUM HELD ON JUNE 27 
 
On Saturday June 27 the Glencoe Community Relations Forum hosted its 
2nd public engagement forum on the Water Supply Planning Report.  The 
Village Manager, Director of Public Works and Water Plant Superintendent 
presented an overview of the Report prepared by Strand Associates and 
answered questions from the residents in attendance.  Staff noted that the 
Strand Report is one component piece in the Village Board’s ongoing 
review process of the long term needs for the Village’s water 
supply.  Further study is underway, and no recommendation and final 
decision will be made for some time. 
 

 
SANITARY SEWER SERVICE REPAIR COMPLETED 
 
Public Works crews assisted with a private sanitary sewer service repair in 
the 600 block of Dundee Road earlier this week.  Due to the location and 
depth of the Village’s sanitary sewer main on the south side of Dundee 
Road the excavation and repair required the full closure of the roadway 
and the detour of traffic through neighborhood streets to the north.  The 
repair was completed and a temporary street patch was placed by late 
Tuesday to allow Dundee Road to be re-opened to traffic Tuesday evening.
